The fingerprint sensor can identify your fingerprints, enabling you to unlock your phone without a p
assword.

When turne
d on, it will automatically identify whether you have inserted a nano-SIM card (SIM 1 or SIM 2).

Your device uses nano-SIM cards (SIM 1 or SIM 2).
1. Insert an eject pin into the hole, push it all the way into the hole until the tray ejects, and then pull

the tray out. _
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2. Place your nano-SIM card into the SIM 1 or SIM 2 holder in the direction of the arrow as shown in
the illustration. Make sure to align the angled corner to the notch on the holder.
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3. Hold your device face up, and then slide the tray all the way into the slot in the direction as indicat
ed by the arrow.
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&Note

1. Do not remove the back cover to avoid damaging your device.
2. Do not insert the nano-SIM card (SIM 1 or SIM 2) directly into the slot of your phone.

4. Your device adopts a dual-SIM dual-standby single-pass solution, which means you can't use both SIM cards for calls or dat
a services simultaneously.
- During a call made with one SIM card, the other SIM card will be temporarily disabled. If someone makes a call to this line, th
ey will hear prompts, such as "The number you have dialled is not in service" or "The subscriber you have dialled is not availab
le. Please try again later".

- When one SIM card is connected to the data network, the other SIM card is unable to access data services.
This is caused by the device design and has nothing to do with the carrier's network conditions. By using a single SIM in your
device, this design greatly enhances battery life and minimizes power consumption. To receive reminders for missed calls, con
tact your carrier to enable missed call notifications, incoming call notifications, and secretary services.

Antenna

Your device is equipped with a built-in antenna.

Don't touch the antenna when it is transmitting or receiving signals. Touching the antenna may com
promise the communications quality, cause your device to function at an unnecessarily high power le
vel, as well as shorten the battery life.

The antenna is located inside the area marked with dotted lines as shown in the illustration below. D
on't cover this area when holding your device.

2. Effects of turning wireless connections such as Wi-Fi and Bluetooth off on power consumption:

2.1 When the phone is in standby mode and the mobile signal is strong, turning Wi-Fi and Blueto
oth off can save power and extend battery life.

2.2 When the mobile signal is weak, turning wireless connections such as Wi-Fi or Bluetooth on ca
n replace the mobile network to prevent high power consumption. In this case, turning the wireless ¢
onnections off may increase power consumption and reduce battery life.

3. Behaviours for proper use of the lithium ion batteries:

3.1 Keep the phone away from high-temperature environments and avoid using the phone in such
environments.

3.2 Avoid using your phone for long periods of time while it is being charged.

3.3 Unplug the charger when charging is completed.

3.4 The optimal State of Charge (SOC) of the battery is 20%—80%, in which state the battery can be
charged at any time without the need to let your phone fully discharge.

3.5 If the phone is to be unused for long periods of time, it is recommended that you charge it to
around 50% and turn it off.

3.6 Charge the phone if the phone has been unused for a period of time. The recommended powe
r level range is 40%—-60%.

3.7 Use original batteries, chargers and data cables. In case of any error, go to an authorised after-
sales service centre for test or repair.

3.8 After the Optimise based on habits feature is enabled, if you are in the habit of charging your
phone for long periods of time (such as at night), the system will automatically learn your charging h
abits and intelligently stop and resume charging your phone to avoid the battery being in the fully-c
harged state for a long time, thus postponing battery ageing and extending battery life.
